A LITTLE NIGHT MUSIC 

  
(Eustis, FL)… Bay Street Players will open Stephen Sondheim’s elegant romantic comedy A Little 

Night Music, February 5, 2010.  This five-time Tony Award winning musical will run four weeks 

through February 28, 2010 at the historic State Theatre in downtown Eustis.  A Little Night Music 

is generously sponsored in part by Gregory & Barbara Phillips, United Arts of Central Florida, 

and the City of Eustis.
